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We expect to pay for services like phones and electricity and water that are reliable. 
Shouldn’t we treat roads the same way?

Why We Should Pay for the Highway 
Miles We Use 

When you live or travel in a third-world coun-
try, you can’t take basic infrastructure for granted. 
Water might come out of a faucet when you turn 
it on, or it might not. Electric lights might work, 
or they might not. Something might happen 
when you flush a toilet, but you probably don’t 
want to know where the sewage goes.

Here in the U.S., we don’t accept these kinds of 
conditions. We have little tolerances for outages of 
services like cable TV and cellphones, water, elec-
tricity, natural gas, garbage collection and Internet 
access. We insist on, and pay for, reliable provi-
sion of all the basic services. Except one: roads and 
highways.

We put up with crumbling highways, falling 
bridges and frequent failures of service--conges-
tion caused by systems pushed beyond capacity. In 
this area, we are solidly in the third-world camp. 
What’s wrong with us?

Part of the answer is defeatism. You can’t 
build your way out of congestion, the pundits 

tell us. Add a lane to a freeway, and development 
and driving patterns will shift so the new lane is 
quickly pushed beyond capacity. Adding capacity 
is therefore futile.

But this is only true because we give the ser-
vice away for free. If we didn’t meter electricity or 
water, there is no doubt these systems would be 
equally over-subscribed.

Some have argued that we do pay for road ca-
pacity in the currency of aggravation and squan-
dered productivity, by putting up with the time 
lost to congestion. When it gets bad enough, we 
finally change our driving habits. But if you think 
about it, this is a perverse and lazy way to manage 
demand for road use.

If as a society we refuse to pay what it takes to 
keep up with highway demand, then at the very 
least we should manage that demand so that no 
highway or arterial is ever overloaded. Many areas 
use ramp metering, but that is obviously ineffec-
tive. It should be possible instead to use computer-
controlled demand management to allow vehicles 
onto a ramp only if there is a safe margin in down-
stream capacity.

But while controlling demand for road capacity by 
denying access to the roads might take us out of third-
world status as far as congestion is concerned, it would 
be a totalitarian, Marxist solution, not an American, 
capitalist one.

The American way would be to treat our road sys-
tem like a utility, the same way we treat electricity or 
water. We have the technical capability now, thanks 
to GPS, to charge at the gas pump for every mile we 
use rather than the current practice of collecting a per-
gallon tax. Because of the high cost of adding capacity 
anywhere, but especially in urban areas, the per-mile 
charge would of course be highest when demand is

Crunch Time Near for 
Senate Transport-Bill Talks 

The transportation construction industry’s atten-
tion is riveted on the Senate as key lawmakers work 
out details of a long-term highway-transit authoriza-
tion bill.

Negotiations will go into the weekend, one partici-
pant says and Majority Leader Mitch McConnell (R-
Ky.), a central player, has said he plans to have a July 
21 vote, probably a procedural one, on the measure.

 As construction officials watch the developments, 
several important questions remain unanswered: How 
long will the Senate bill be? How much funding will it 
authorize? What revenue-raisers will it include to off-
set the expected increased spending over current levels? 

Industry executives welcome the activity. Pete Ru-
ane, American Road and Transportation Builders As-
sociation president and CEO, says, “The good news is, 
this is moving forward aggressively.”

Senate negotiators face a tight deadline: the current 
two-month highway-transit authorization—the latest 
in a long series of stopgap measures—expires July 31.

The Senate Finance Committee’s top Democrat, 
Ron Wyden of Oregon, told an ARTBA conference 
on July 16 that decisions on the chamber’s highway-
transit legislation will be made within days.

Wyden, a participant in the talks, said, “This crucial 
effort to…finally, finally, finally get a long-term trans-
portation bill…is basically going to be coming out of 
the gate early next week.”

Another key Senate negotiator, Environment and 
Public Works Committee Chairman James Inhofe (R-
Okla.), says, “We’re committed to a six year-bill. We 
have made huge strides in that direction.”

Speaking to reporters after he addressed the ARTBA

conference, Inhofe said, “You can’t do the things 
that need to be done without a fairly long-term 
bill—four, five, six years it has to be—in order to 
have, number one, [funding for] the long-term 
projects and, number two, the [policy] reforms.”

Ruane said an interview that “part and parcel of 
this whole Senate proposal” will be the “DRIVE” 
Act, a $277-billion, six-year highway measure that 
the EPW committee approved unanimously on 
June 25. Inhofe says that legislation would increase 
highway funding by about 3% a year. The package 
also will include transit and highway-safety titles. 
The commerce committee has approved safety 
provisions, but some of the language, which affects 
labor unions, is viewed as a dealbreaker, if it stays 
in the final package.

The length and size of the expected new package 
will depend on the amount of revenue-raisers ne-
gotiators can agree to. Inhofe said Senate Finance 
Committee leaders have compiled a list of such 
“pay-fors” that are under discussion.

The House batted the ball into the Senate’s 
court on July 15, when it approved a further five-
month highway-transit extension, which the Con-
gressional Budget Office estimated at $8.1 billion.

The weakening Highway Trust Fund needs that 
amount of revenue to stay out of a deficit through 
December.

The House measure’s architects—Ways and 
Means Committee Chairman Paul Ryan (R-Wis.) 
and Transportation and Infrastructure Chairman 
Bill Shuster (R-Pa.)—say their legislation also will 
provide time for them work on their version of a 
multi-year highway-transit bill in the fall.

Transportation Secretary Anthony Foxx told 
ENR in a brief interview on July 16 that “the 
House moving is a big step—[it] creates certainty 
on that end of the Capitol.” The White House is-
sued a statement supporting the House bill.

If the Senate can pass a multi-year bill, that, of 
course, wouldn’t be the final step.

Ruane says, “Obviously there’s going to be a criti-
cal moment in the next two weeks where the House 
has got to decide whether they’re going to fight the 
Senate and try to push their version through or they’re 
going to come to terms on some kind of, hopefully 
short-term, extension and come back in the fall and 
put [the long-range measure] to bed.”

highest, during peak periods, and lowest in the mid-
dle of the night. Rather than denying drivers access to 
the system, demand would be managed through price 
signals that would let drivers decide how and when it 
is worth it to use the system.

The concept of congestion pricing isn’t new, but 
it has typically been considered for only a few high-
ways within a system or for higher-toll express lanes. 
In contrast, we can, and do, meter every drop of water 
and every kilowatt-hour of electricity. It doesn’t make 
sense to put a price on some components of the sys-
tem and give away the rest for free.

The revenue generated by per-mile pricing could 
be used to both increase capacity and to maintain the 
highway system. This revenue-producing result of de-
mand pricing isn’t merely a nice side effect; it is pre-
cisely how a utility works. Over time, drivers would 
pay the cost--no more and no less--for the facilities 
and capacity they consume. (For a detailed discussion 
of per-mile pricing, see Randal O’Toole’s Cato Insti-
tute paper on the subject.)

The answer to the question “What’s wrong with 
us?” has nothing to do with a lack of technology or 
experience in providing basic public services. Allow-
ing any road or highway to be used beyond its ca-
pacity is not only a systems failure; it is a failure of 
public policy and leadership. People like to use roads 
for free, but letting that desire overwhelm a sensible 
approach amounts to the kind of democracy that 
H.L. Mencken described: “the theory that the com-
mon people know what they want, and deserve to get 
it good and hard.”

Berkeley Balconies Now 
Must Have Inspections, 
Tougher Building Codes

Balconies in Berkeley must now pass a safety inspec-
tion every three years, and new ones must be built of rot-
proof wood or steel, under measures passed Tuesday as 
the campus community addresses the deaths last month 
of six young people and grave injury of seven more.

California building code officials said they know of no 
other community that has taken the steps now required 
by Berkeley . National building codes for more than a 
decade have allowed balconies to be built of untreated 
wood that is susceptible to water damage as long as it is 
covered by a waterproof membrane. Such was the case 
of the engineered wood beams used on the cantilevered 
balcony that collapsed in Berkeley , built eight years ago.

The manufacturer of the beams warns against the 
product’s use where it might become wet, and the Fed-
eral Emergency Management Agency is considering 
barring such material on the lower stories of homes in 
hurricane flood zones.

Berkeley city staff originally called for property owners 
to be required to provide proof that they have inspected 
balconies once every five years. With pressure from one 
council member and the lawyer for one of those killed in 
the June 16 tragedy, the City Council agreed to shorten 
the time between mandatory inspections to three years.

An attorney for the family of Ashley Donohoe , one 
of the victims, sought annual inspections, citing private 
advice from engineers who said wood decay, once estab-
lished, progresses quickly. “There may be other buildings 
with the same design and the same issue and problems... 
we know the same contractors have had similar issues 
with other buildings that were built at other locations,” 
attorney Eustice de Saint Phalle said.

Donohoe, 22, was among a group of young people 
who were celebrating a 21st birthday party when the 
fifth-floor balcony of a modern downtown Berkeley 
apartment complex gave way. Most of the victims were 
from Ireland , spending their summer abroad, including 
Donohoe’s cousin, Oliva Burke , who also died.

Berkeley’s new ordinances also require balcony decks 
that are encased to contain ventilation openings to allow 
water to escape if it should penetrate the structure. City 
Councilman Jesse Arreguin also called for stricter code 
enforcement, while representatives of the construction 
industry sought a delay in action until investigations into 
the collapse are finished.

A Los Angeles Times story on Tuesday reported that 
Berkeley’s three code enforcement inspectors have dif-
ficulty enforcing the city’s existing ordinance requiring 
property owners to conduct annual inspections of all 
28,000 rentals in the city. Public records provided to the 
newspaper showed city inspectors checked 525 apart-
ments in the past year, including 200 inspections that 
were required by the state in response to tenant com-
plaints.

Berkeley’s changes to the building code must still be 
approved by the California Building Standards Com-
mission . Amendments that address local conditions are 
usually approved.
